)CHILDLINE 1098, which was initially started as Field Action Project of the Department of Family and Child Welfare, Tata Institute of Social Sciences, Mumbai on 20th  June 1996 by Prof. Jeroo Billimoria. The CHILDLINE 1098 service, developed and managed by CIF, is a 24x7, emergency, free phone outreach service linking children in need of care and protection to relevant organisations run by Government departments and civil society organisations for long-term care, protection, and rehabilitation. Any child or adult calling on behalf of a child is assured of assistance from a trained team capacitated to reach the child within an hour of having received a call on 1098 with its presence in form of ‘emergency intervention units available in 602+ districts, 144+railway stations and 11+ Bus Terminals have CHILD HELP DESKS through a well-integrated network of 1074 partner organizations.
Delhi CHILDLINE started as a collaborative Project on 2nd October 1998. Although, it was inaugurated at Prayas Children’s Home by the then Union Minister for Social Justice and Empowerment, Ms. Maneka Gandhi. A meeting was organized in the Ministry under the Chairmanship of the then joint secretary, Mr. Anand Bordia, to orient the Delhi NGO’s about CHILDLINE Project. Several NGOs had participated in the meeting but finally five organizations Prayas, Don Bosco Ashalayam, Delhi Brotherhood Society, Salaam Baalak Trust and Butterflies were selected to run the project in Delhi.
Like Delhi, Prayas CHILDLINE started operation in Andaman & Nicobar Island with its missionary zeal from Jan 5, 2005 when it was practically wiped out by Tsunami. It focuses on two major areas to start with Car Nicobar and Campbell Bay. The Prayas CHILDLINE 1098 at New Delhi Railway Station was inaugurated by then Railway Minister Mr. Suresh Prabhu along with the then Union Minister of Women & Child Development Ms. Maneka Gandhi.
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ANALYSIS OF CALLS:
In addition to being the first respondents to children in need of care and protection by reaching out to the distress children, it also plays a critical role in shaping and strengthening the existing National Child Protection Schemes. In 2021-22, Prayas  CHILDLINE 1098 in Delhi (Jahangirpuri, New  Delhi  Railway  Station,  Poothkhurd-Bawana),  Bihar  (Samastipur,  Raxual)  and  Andaman  & Nicobar Islands (Port Blair, Little Andaman,) Every case received by CHILDLINE 1098 is unique. Some are resolved within a day others may require follow up for months. CHILDLINE received a number of calls from worried parents, sensitive, adults, the community, well-wishers and the distraught children of India.
The below-mentioned interventions/cases are a mere drop in the ocean of the work done by the CHILDLINE team of Prayas

CHILD PROTECTION CONCERNS MAP
CHILDLINE India Foundation had prepared the ‘Child Vulnerability Map’ - a district-wise map depicting problems faced by children across the country, which had been launched by the Ministry of Women and Child Development, as part of the National Plan of Action for Children in January
2019. At the time, it covered 409 of a total of 678 districts in the country, and mapped key child protection concerns including Child Marriage, Child Trafficking, Missing and Runaway Children, Child Labour, Child Abuse, etc. This was envisioned as a planning tool which would enable district
officials to match services designed for children with the issues prevalent in their respective regions. It now depicts the district-wise child protection concerns across all districts in the country where CHILDLINE 1098 services are operational (598 districts as of 31st March, 2021).

STORIES OF INTERVENTION
(The Identities of Children have been kept confidential in accordance with the Juvenile Justice (Care & Protection of Children) Act, 2015)

1. [image: ]Komal, aged 3 Month Abandoned Child placed at State Adoption Agency by Child Welfare Committee, Alipore
Prayas CHILDLINE 1098 Poothkhurd Bawana received call from 1098 on 25th January 2022, about a 3-month-old girl child being left abandoned near bushes at Narela border by her mother only as she was finding difficult to raise her alone in absence of any source of income from her family. Her husband was paralyzed and on bed from more than 8 month. The Grandmother of the child also expressed her helplessness that her advanced age coupled with her ailing condition; she could not take care of her granddaughter. The CHILDLINE TEAM contacted Child Welfare Committee Alipore and submitted details of their findings followed by the directions of the CWC to produce child, her mother and
grandmother on 27th January 2021 before the Bench. Following the direction of the CWC, the team brought child, her
mother and grandmother first at ‘Shahbad Dairy Police Station for Daily Dairy Entry followed by their production before the bench of CWC for its appropriate direction. The Child was taken to ‘Raja Harishchandra Hospital’ for immediate medical examination of the child and placed Komal at Holy Cross Orphan Home.

2. [image: ]Fourteen Day Child left abandoned at the mercy of Almighty On 31st October, 2021, Prayas CHILDLINE Team at Poothkhurd Bawana received call from women helpline about 14-day old girl child near bushes at Narela. Though, her treatment is going on at ‘Baba Sahab Bhim Rao Ambedkar Hospital’
The CHILDLINE 1098 is being requested to take charge of the child by following the provisions of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015 by producing the child before the bench of ‘Child Welfare Committee’ to set her legally free for ADOPTION. The CHILDLINE Team took entire responsibility of the Child and also deputed one Team Member at the Hospital as attendant for 5 days before producing the child before the
bench. On 25th October 2021, the child was declared set free for legal adoption and placed the child at ‘Multan Nagar Ashram’

3. Child Abuse
Name: M. Pandi Meena (07 Years) Female Case ID: 508 723

On 30th July 2021 CHILDLINE 1098 received a call from P.S. Pahargaon regarding a case of the minor child. The child Pandi Meena stays with her parents and two brothers in Andal Basthi at New Pahargaon and is a student of Govt. Senior Secondary School Prothrapur and is studying in class 5th
Upon intervention the child, Meena told that around 10 to 15 days back the child and her friend Swetha went with the child’s father Muniaswamy to a jungle behind Prothrapur School to get jackfruit. Upon reaching there the child’s father Muniaswamy asked the child to go and get some water for him. While Swetha stayed back, Meena came to fetch water. Upon reaching back she saw her father sitting down and Swetha standing with her bottom half removed, and her father’s mouth at Swetha’s bottom. Upon seeing Meena, Swetha pulled her pant up. Then, after a while the father asked Meena to go home and get sack to carry jackfruit. While Meena came back after getting the sack, her father rushed to climb the tree.
The child Meena further told that her father had molested her twice at home during night when her mother was out for her night shift.
Assistance Provided: Child Welfare Committee placed the child at Children Home.

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MEASUREMENT, AWARENESS RAISING AND POLICY ENGAGEMENT (MAP 16) TO ACCELERATE ACTION CHILD LABOUR

The enactment of the Child Labour Amendment (Prohibition 2009 paved the way for ratification of the ILO’s two core conventions - Convention No. 138 on Minimum Age for Admission to Employment and No. 182 on the Worst Forms of Child Labour. These ratifications have helped expand the protection coverage of the world’s children by 20 percent. It also has prepared India for meeting the global Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), in particular the Goal 8.7 pertaining to child labour.

The main objective of MAP 16 project is to help build and apply critical knowledge needed to inform policy choices to combat child labour and forced labour and to support measures to address these challenges in select states/sectors in India. Prayas partnered with ILO to work in two districts of Bihar, namely, Jamui and Nawada, aimed to eliminate child labour through services/schemes of the government in the field of education, health, skill development etc.

The major activities conducted by Prayas under MAP 16 project were as follows:

1. District Level Consultative Workshops on convergence of child labour in Bihar (Nawada and Jamui Districts) and also to work in tandem with the Labour Resource Department, Bihar on project activities.

2. District Level Consultative Workshops on survey tools for child labour in Jamui and Nawada Districts of Bihar based on Child Labour Tracking System, (CLTS)

3. Convergence of scheme, namely, Samagra Siksha, Poshan, Jan Dhan Yojana, National Social Assistance Program, Livelihood-MGNREGA, Skill PMKVY and Ujjawala to be taken into consideration for outreach programs through community mobilizers to be identified in the selected blocks of Jamui (Blocks; Barhat, Jamui Sadar, Jhaja) and Nawada (Hisua, Sirdalla/Roh and Nawada Sadar) at the District Level Meeting

4. To engage ‘community mobilizers/volunteers’ preferably in the age group of 18-24 years for six selected blocks to enhance accesses and utilization of government schemes to target vulnerable household.

The Access to Justice Project was brought into existence by Kailash Satyarthi Children’s Foundation (KSCF) US which brought together three critically important organizations – Bachpan Bachao Andolan, Prayas Juvenile Aid Centre and Shakti Vahini along with several other grassroots-level partners
to work on three thematic areas – child sexual abuse, child trafficking and child labour. The focus of this project is legal intervention in cases of child sexual abuse, child trafficking and child labour to ensure end to end justice to all child victims of these offences.
Project Description:
The Access to Justice Project aims at creating a safety net and ensure access to speedy justice for children who are victims of sexual abuse, child labour, and trafficking. Through this project, the organization would enhance the rate of compensation and conviction in cases of child sexual abuse. We would also encourage the community to report cases of child sexual abuse as thousands of cases have been found to be unreported. The organization aims to minimize child labour and child trafficking through awareness generation, raid and rescue, rehabilitation and social re- integration. The organization would ensure fine on employers in cases of child labour and aid prosecution in cases of child trafficking. The stakeholders and other network partners would be oriented through capacity building programs, awareness for prevention, and promoting legal fellows to take up the issue of child protection in court rooms for sustainability of the project.
Project Goals:
1. The goal of this ambitious project is to facilitate the delivery of justice through measurable and sustainable interventions through increased registration of FIRs, preventing unsafe out-migration of children for employment, increased association of children with mainstream education and health services, achieving higher number of convictions in abovementioned cases.
2. To ensure speedy investigation and trial in cases of child sexual abuse, child labour and child trafficking
3. To ensure award and disbursement of compensation to victims of child sexual abuse, child labour and child trafficking
4. To have an enabling environment through system change for child protection
5. The project will focus on the rehabilitation of affected children in equal measure by emphasizing on elements such as compensation and livelihood generation / support.

STORIES OF INTERVENTION
Case Study-1
In a small rural town in Samastipur, a 45-year-old man would break into his neighbour’s house and rape the young 14-year-old daughter of the house. This incident occurred repeatedly over the course of 6 months. The victim was usually alone at home during the day because her father was out of town on account of being a migrant worker while her mother worked in the fields. Eventually, when the victim began showing symptoms of pregnancy, her aunt began to suspect that something was wrong and urged the victim to confide in her. The

victim then told her aunt about the repeated assaults by the neighbour and they decided to consult the local medical practitioner. When a pregnancy test taken by the victim came positive, the family was informed, and the father was called back home.

The father of the victim confronted the accused and consequently got beaten up by the family of the accused. An FIR was then registered in the matter on 3rd March, 2022. Thereafter, Prayas received information about this case from the father of the victim.

Prayas team counselled the victim and her mother. And tried to understand whether they were interested in pursuing the pregnancy or wanted to terminate it. The well-wishers of the family from the local village were of the opinion that if the child is aborted, the evidence of the case would be destroyed and so they persuaded the family to keep the

pregnancy. Some relatives equally supported the thoughts of the well-wishers but some middle men from the accused’s side were offering money to have the pregnancy illegally terminated and the accused was ready to pay any amount for this.

During the counselling of the victim, all the options were placed before her – 1) the newborn child could be put up for adoption, 2) she could keep the child and fight for the entitlements of the child, but it was also explained that keeping the child would destroy her future marital life, health, education, and other family relationships.

After multiple sessions, the victim and her family agreed for termination of pregnancy and Prayas team filed an MTP application at the Special POCSO Court. Thereafter, the court ordered the CWC to formulate a Medical Board to determine the age of the fetus and the medical health of the victim. The CWC immediately took the victim into their charge and transferred her to a children’s home in another district. And within 5 days all medical procedures were completed. The medical report was of the opinion that the termination could not be carried out at that stage as the age of the fetus was more than 26 weeks.

After assessing the medical report, the Special POCSO Court declined to order for MTP for the victim. The Prayas team then filed a writ petition at the Patna High Court seeking an order to terminate the 26+ week pregnancy of the victim. The Court ordered a medical examination of victim to be conducted by a Medical Board and for the Board to submit its opinion to the Court. As of today, the Board has submitted its opinion to the Court however a final order has yet to be passed by the High Court. The attitude of the High Court does not seem to reflect the urgency of the matter as they have taken more than 20 days to decide upon the issues raised by the father of the victim in the writ petition.

In this case, the apex court of Bihar, is non-cooperative as they have not realized the urgency of cases of child sexual abuse. Moreover, due to the anticipatory bail filed by the accused he has not been arrested despite the fact that the victim is 14 years old.

In this case we also came across an odd practice where the Special Court allowed the accused give DNA evidence before the medical team in the courtroom on a voluntary basis as prayed by the defense counsel to seek anticipatory bail.

The community is judgmental and they are blaming the family and also requesting them to get away from this matter by giving them a negative perspective about the fact that while the accused is roaming free, their daughter has been “captured” and kept in a shelter home, humiliating the action taken by the family on the persuasion of a voluntary organization.

Apart from this, “quack lawyers” are also influencing the family in a negative way by explaining illogical and irrational practices of law in terms of non-delivery of compensation in such matters, lack of evidence in the case, delay might amount to ten years ruining the entire family as they keep on preaching that courtrooms are meant for rich people.

The entire machinery, including the society, police, and judges have failed to have an environment for access to justice except we the voluntary organizations being on the forefront along with the victim to meet the ends of justice.

Case Study-2
1. F.I.R No.: Mahila Thana P.S. Case No.: 13/2022 registered on 03.03.2022
2. Victim: A case of Aggravated Penetrative Sexual Assault.
Brief History
1. The case was received by Prayas Team later on till then nothing concrete action has been taken. After which Prayas Legal Officer, Zeya Ismail, has filed petition for medical termination before ld. Court ADJ-VIth.

2. The Learned Court has directed to produce victim before Child Welfare Committee (CWC, Samastipur). CWC sent the victim to the Balika Grih, Begusarai and ordered Medical Superintendent, Samastipur, to constitute a Board and to submit the Medical Report at the earliest.

3. The Medical Superintendent, Samastipur submitted his opinion on 11.04.2022 and opined therein denial of termination since the pregnancy of 26 weeks and related complication might be arisen afterwards.

4. Thus, the ld. Court ADJ-VIth finally dismissed the M.T.P petition but liberty to go for Higher Court. After that Writ Petition has been filed before Hon’ble High Court, Patna, who directed to constitute a medical board consisting of Seven Experts under the Guidance of Director (AIIMS, Patna) and directed the Medical Board to submit his opinion on or before 05.05.2022.

5. Accordingly, The Medical Board has submitted his opinion in a sealed cover on 05.05.2022 for which the final order has to be made on 10.05.2022.

Institutions Failed the Victim
1. Parents/Guardian and the community delayed in registering F.I.R
2. Community made an effort to compromise.
3. From the date of registering of FIR, wherein, it is mentioned about the pregnancy, the Investigating officer has made no effort to produce the victim before CWC.
4. The so-called medical examination has been done but no submission of medical examination before the court inspite of urgency required to do so. Only after Prayas Team Interventions, Medical Examination had been done and duly submitted.
5. No arrest has been made by the Investigating officer even though the accused living freely at home.

Problems
1. The Parents/Guardian is in dilemma and not able to make a decision. Always change mind due to suggestions sought by parents through various local legal acumen involved.
2. The Parents/Guardian concern about arrest since no arrest has been made yet even after an application has been sent to S.P., Samastipur.

Way Forward
1. First and foremost, we need to build confidence among parents that we are here to submit your grievances and the main concern is about arrest and for which he wants to meet C.M. Shri. Nitish Kumar, so we can arrange in this regard to do the needful.
2. Proper counselling of the parents is required.
3. The Court Should be made considerably sensitive to order against wilful negligence of Investigating officer.
4. The Investigation Officer should be trained to carry forward in such cases.

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[image: ]In India, about 31 million children are reported to live without parents and at least 3,77,000 children are institutionalized in more than 7500 Child Care Institutions (CCIs) impacting 1.8 million family members. It is likely that the actual number of children in need of alternative care would be far higher, considering that there is a lack of awareness in public about the systems and structures that could be reached out to when a child/family needs support (in circumstances of death, abandonment, abuse, displacement, financial instability, etc.). The
pandemic has led to increase in vulnerabilities of at-risk families, including the loss of livelihood, loss of primary caregivers of children and health concerns in the form of long COVID. With large numbers of children losing one or both parents, (as per the Lancet report, February 2022, approximately 19 lakh children lost one or both parents to COVID-19), there is a likelihood of increased number of children being separated from their families and getting placed under child care institutions or experiencing protection failures. The reasons which push these children to live isolated lives in institutions are many including poverty, misguided perceptions of CCIs providing basic needs like food, clothing, shelter, education, and safety.

To ensure effective care and protection, coupled with holistic services to every child, Prayas JAC Society is running Prayas Children Home for Boys, Jahangirpuri, Prayas Children Home for Girls, Tughlaqabad, Prayas Open Shelters at Morigate, Azadpur, Kashemere Gate in Delhi, Prayas Open Shelter at Samastipur, Purnia and Bettiah in Bihar, Railway Open Shelter at Ahmedabad, Guwahati, Danapur, and Ramgarh are categorised under Child Care Institutions CCIs, within the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015 amended in 2021.

Apart from providing the routine services, namely, shelter, nutrition, education, counselling, legal services, health services and life skill program including prompt restoration and long term restorative intervention aimed at preventing re-victimization.

SERVICES IN PLACE TO ENSURE THE NEEDS OF A CHILD ARE MET

Establishing and facilitating a safe space for children in the community that has been designed for their overall empowerment and to promote life skills, career planning, effective engagement with parents etc.

Tracking the system to monitor and assess the progress of each case using a Vulnerability Assessment Tool (VAT) developed by the organisation53. Tracking and follow-up continue till the child is no longer at risk.

For this reason, our projects do more than provide schooling; we provide counseling, nutrition, healthcare, music, dance, and more. And we work with children from infancy through to young adulthood.

It aimed to provide educational support to the children, from the marginalized community of ‘Kathputli Colony’ have no access to schooling, We also strived to break the cycle of illiteracy that girls from such communities are mired in. This is done through our educators from the community coupled with trained teachers to provide meaningful and stimulating education to the children by strengthening their base followed by their admission in government school.

In 2020-21, Prayas reached out to total 435 children in the various categories, namely, Creche (2-5 years), Alternative Education (6-14 years), Remedial Education (5-15 years), Vocational Training, Computer Learning, English Speaking & Beauty Parlour including Health Services for the children and community and awareness program on children & women centric legislation.

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NAYA PRAYAS PROJECT
Background: Naya Prayas Lalkhet Kusumpur Pahari 14 November 1993 marked the beginning of “Naya Prayas” project near Vasant Kunj township for socioeconomic upliftment of the extremely disadvantaged children, youth, and women, mostly migrants from Rajasthan, Bihar, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Orissa, Assam, South India, Nepal and so on for sustenance. Working as daily labourers mason, auto drivers, vegetable vendors, domestic helpers, factory workers, small time shop owners etc.
The average family income being a meagre sum ranging from Rs.2500-Rs.3000/- per month Children were working as rag pickers to support the family of eight to nine members on an average. Social evils such as drug addiction, alcoholism, prostitutions, child marriage and child labour etc were rampant. In such a challenging environment, Naya Prayas entered the lives of these people as a ray of hope. A need was felt to start with by generating awareness in the community towards the prevalent social problems, the most important being child labour followed by motivating the community and specific target group to improve their present attitudes and environment coupled with networking with local Pradhans and NGO’s working in similar or allied fields to achieve the goal following a baseline survey the Naya Prayas project started initially in Lalkhet (near Vasant Kunj) on a piece of land donated by the villagers. The organization built a two-room structure and started its operations.

The first Non-Formal Education (NFE) Center was started with eighty children. The program scaled up to the next level when Shramik Vidya Peeth extended their support and two batches of 15 women were provided training on hand embroidery. Gradually, the program size was enlarged and the beneficiaries started multiplying in each year with multiple of services started such as health camps, recreation program, legal awareness and empowerment program as well with the support from British High Commission. Naya Prayas started another centre in a space provided by the Govt.of NCT of Delhi in a two-room accommodation provided by DDA Slum in Kusumpur Basti Vikas Kendra and moved to other places such as Bhanwar Singh Camp located in Vasant Kunj where it started its Non-Formal Education Centre (NFE) in March 1995.

Total number of Children: 330 at three Education Centres located at Bhati Mines, Kusumpur Pahari and Bhanwar Singh Camp led by ASI Lakhpat Singh, Delhi Police
Education Methodology:
Active story-based Learning, in which teachers use a variety of methods such as discussion, debate, story, dance, theatre and video to engage students in the learning process;
Integrated subject teaching, in which teachers coordinate their lessons across subjects so that concepts are continuous between subject classes;
The Preschool: Age group 3+ to 5+. The curriculum for this cluster has been specially developed keeping the needs of such preschoolers who are first generation learners.

Project: Keeping Children Safe

In 2021, Prayas JAC Society strived to strengthen the child protection mechanism in the context of COVID 19 through concerted efforts in building the understanding and resilience amongst our caregivers/duty bearers/counselors/welfare officers and other support staff on risks thrown by COVID 19 and related control measures. The Project focussed on the families of the children living at the Children Home/Shelters of Prayas and also on the vulnerable & distressed families of the children restored with their families, severally, affected by the pandemic during the year.

The overall objective of Project in 2021 was to strengthened our initiative of children’s right in the society. To achieve the same, Prayas focused on accomplishment of the following outcomes:

Outcome-1: Prayas revised Child Protection and Safeguarding Policy in the context of COVID-19 is implemented in Prayas Centers

Outcome-2:  Targeted  Caregivers/Duty  Bearers/Parents/Child  Right  Ambassadors  are  empowered  to provide better support and protection to the children at risk of sexual abuse and domestic violence, considering the COVID-19 outbreak

Outcome-3: Family based care has been strengthened in order to reduce the risks of family separation and abuse within the family

Outcome-4: Children and Youth in Prayas homes and shelters have increased awareness and knowledge on SRHR and pandemic response issues
Outcome-5: Prayas as an organization has been strengthened in terms of governance, planning, legal compliance and fiscal responsibility.

In 2021, Prayas conducted 65 training session with the caregivers/duty bearers/welfare officer/counsellor/house-keeping staff/driver/volunteer/Child Right Ambassador and also with the parents of the children being placed at the Prayas Children Home for Girls and Prayas Children Home for Boys in the past six months. To ensure protection to the children from COVID-19, Prayas emphasized more on the implementation of the Child Protection Case Management during COVID-19, as we prioritize areas that all social workers, superintendent, caregivers and counsellors by creating more awareness to ensure more relevant messages being repeated over time for prevention and detection of COVID-19 as well as mainstreaming psychosocial support to the children and their family members affected from the mild and moderate symptoms of COVID-19 followed by referring the serious cases of COVID-19 to the Government Hospitals on board of Prayas JAC Society and also ensured that the children placed at the Children Home and Shelters of Prayas may not suffered due to loss of livelihoods of their family members or loss of family member due to COVID-19 by providing the psychosocial support.

Prayas also sought support from the Child Welfare Committee Members in strengthening the understanding of Case Management System amongst our caregivers and duty bearers in the context of the vulnerable children placed at the Children Home/Shelters of Prayas on the direction of the Child Welfare Committee.
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All the 65 trainings/orientation and sensitization program conducted round the year based on the approved activities by the resource persons carrying decades of experience in the field of child protection either as a Child Protection Officer, Legal Officer or by a Welfare Officer.

Lessons Learned

The lesson learned are as follows

Child Right Ambassadors played very substantial role in creating sensitivity in communities against the child sexual abuse which ultimately resulted more informed knowledge on various laws, rules and regulation covering various aspects of children related legislation.

The major responsibilities executed by the Child Right Ambassadors in their respective areas
Raised awareness about child protection issues, particularly trafficking, abuse of children at work places, violence against children, corporal punishment.

Child Right Ambassadors also acted as ‘Friend’ of Police for robust surveillance in their respective areas seeking their overall support in cases related to sexual abuse and physical abuse of children

Child Right Ambassadors ensured robust monitoring of their respective areas aimed to reduce the instances of child sexual abuse and violence

“ANANYA”-PAHAL -An effort towards educating girls in difficult circumstances’

Supported by Aide-et- Action, Prayas JAC Society since 2015 working with the children of sex workers living at the Garstin Bastion Road
(officially changed to Swami Shradhanand Marg in 1966) is a road running from Ajmeri Gate to Lahori Gate, a famous red-light area. The project aimed to empower second generation girl child and their mothers from inter-generational sex work by focusing on three P’s, namely, Protection, Prevention and Prosecution to exercise their rights to safe spaces, legal protection, education, and livelihood.

The PAHAL project facilitates healthy, ready to learn children who will be provided supportive learning environments in our center with relevant curriculum content, child-centered teaching and learning resulting in successful learning outcomes for children.

The project aimed to mainstream every child to school followed by the implementation of ‘play therapy’ to make children learn how to recover from trauma and to build resilience to say ‘NO’ against violence. The project aimed to achieve the following objectives, namely,

1. Enhanced identity and dignity of children and female sex workers. Change in mindset with Mothers (Female Sex Workers) and proactive actions by them for better future of their children

2. Influencing the learning spaces of children to bring fundamental change in their lives and mental makeup, fully realizing that educational centers are just part of the larger learning curves of children, the following learning spaces would be targeted and influenced such as crèche, NFE, peer group of children and their homes with single mother.

3. Enhanced health and access to proper nutrition by children of the commercial female sex workers

4. Better visibility of the issue and gain for the partner community (Female Sex Workers and their children) from Multi Stake holders

Supported by Tenneco, Prayas further strengthened its remedial and bridge education center running from the premises of Prayas Children Home for Girls, Tughlaqabad. The Center in 2021- 22 reached out to 100 children living at the various slum communities namely Sangam Vihar, Madangir, Dakshinpuri, Tigri, Ambedkar Nagar and Devli. The majority of the population is educationally backward and challenged, due to which there is a high prevalence of orthodoxy, gender bias, alcoholism, domestic violence and lack of sensitivity and awareness about the importance of education. Hence, there is a need to work with them and introduce a new thought process and bring a positive shift in their mindset and develop a healthy and conducive environment for the learning and growth of both boys and girls.

It aimed through bridge education to provide the child the foundation for better understanding of School Curriculum and also to provide information and knowledge that is relevant to the children’s social situation. The ultimate objective will be to prepare the children to enter and complete the mainstream education as well as to prevent the child from exploitation and child labor and wandering around the streets aimlessly. A proper step will be followed for making and collection of documents required for the enrollment in schools. Admissions will be done in the school and the concept of ‘joyful learning’ and ‘play-way method of learning’ is promoted and implemented by Prayas which goes a long way in attracting the children to do the schooling.

Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS)

Background: The Scheme of Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS), formerly known as Shramik Vidyapeeth is implemented through a network of NGOs in the country since March 1967. The first Shramik Vidyapeeth was established in Mumbai [Worli] and was commissioned by Bombay City Social Council Education Committee, a voluntary organisation engaged in the field of Adult Education. After the success of the project, the Govt. of India developed a scheme for setting up a network of such institutions in the country in a phased manner.

With the transformation in the economic and social setup over the years, the role and scope of these polyvalent educational institutions have widened manifold. In the changed scenario, the focus of Shramik Vidyapeeth (SVP) was shifted from industrial workers in urban areas to the non-literates,     neo-literates,     unskilled     and     unemployed     youth     particularly     from SC/ST/OBC/Minority/Divyang/Women throughout the country especially to underprivileged people in the rural areas. The SVPs were accordingly renamed as Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS)
w.e.f. year 2000.

The scheme of Jan Shikshan Sansthan was consequently transferred from Ministry of Education (erstwhile MHRD) to Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE) in July 2018.

Objective:
1. To improve the occupational skills and technical knowledge of the non/neo literates and persons having rudimentary level of education upto 8th standard and other school dropouts beyond 8th standard i.e, up to class 12th to raise their efficiency, increase productive ability and enhance their livelihood opportunities
2. To identify and promote traditional skills in the districts through skilling/upskilling
3. To create a pool of master trainers working across the department/agencies of skill development through training/orientation program
4. To collaborate and coordinate with other departments/agencies working in the field of skill development
5. To widen the range of knowledge and understanding of social, economic, and political systems and create awareness about the environment
6. To Promote national values and to align with national program
7. To promote self-employment and facilitate to get financial support including loans/ for the target groups through linkage with credit and consortium membership

PRAYAS JAC Society is running five Jan Shikshan Sansthan at the following places, namely Delhi (Jahangirpuri), Samastipur (Bihar), Jamui (Bihar), Ramgarh (Jharkhand) and South Andaman in Andaman & Nicobar Islands. The JSS at Jamui, Ramgadh and South Andaman started in October 2021 under the respective leadership of Chairman Mr. Amod Kanth (JSS
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Jahangirpuri)  and  Director  Ms.  Sadhana  Srivastav,  Chairman  Dr  Supriyo  Mukherjee  (JSS Samastipur) and Director Mr. Amardeep Sinha, Chairman Mr. Harish Nandan Sahay (JSS Jamui) and Director Mr. Manoj Kumar Sinha, Chairman Mr. Amod Kanth (JSS Ramgadh) and Director Mr. Anubhav Ankit and Chairman Mr. Jasvir Malik (JSS Andaman) and Director Ms. Maria Sheila as Director.

[image: ]The National Urban Housing & Habitat Policy (NUHHP), 2007 aims at promoting sustainable development of habitat in the country with a view to ensuring equitable supply of land, shelter, and services at affordable prices to all sections of the society. However, the most vulnerable of these are the urban homeless.

The Urban homeless persons contribute to the economy of the cities and thus the nation
as cheap labour in the informal sector; yet they live with no shelter or social security protection. The urban homeless survive with many challenges like no access to elementary public services such as health, education, food, water and sanitation. National Urban Livelihoods Mission (NULM) aims at providing permanent shelter equipped with essential services to the urban homeless in a phased manner under the Scheme of Shelter for Urban Homeless (SUH).
Objective
Ensure availability and access of the urban homeless population to permanent shelters including the basic infrastructure facilities like water supply, sanitation, safety, and security; Cater to the needs of especially vulnerable segments of the urban homeless like the dependent children, aged, disabled, mentally ill and recovering gravely ill, by creating special sections within homeless shelters and provisioning special service linkages for them.

Provide access to various entitlements, viz. social security pensions, PDS, ICDS, identity, financial inclusion, education, affordable housing etc. for homeless populations.

Formulate structures and framework of engagement for development, management and monitoring of shelters and ensuring basic services to homeless persons, by state and civil society organizations including homeless collectives.

Facilities at Prayas Shelters: The shelters will be permanent, running though out the year; and open round the clock, because many homeless persons find work in the nights. Following facilities/amenities may be provided at the shelters for dignified living: Well- ventilated rooms. Water arrangements (Potable drinking water and other needs) and sanitation, Adequate bathing & toilet facilities, Standard lighting for shelter, Adequate fire protection measures, as per the norms, First aid kit. Pest and vector (mosquito) control, Regular cleaning of blankets, mattresses and sheets, and maintenance of other services, Common kitchen/cooking space, necessary utensils for cooking and serving, cooking gas connections etc. Child care facilities for children by linking the shelter to the nearest Anganwadi Centers, Facilitation for convergence with other services/entitlements.
Linkages with Entitlements
Shelters will be a space for convergence and provisions of various entitlements of social security, food, education, and health care systems. All homeless persons, in shelters should be given priority under various schemes, and government programs.

Identity Proof & Postal Address, Elector’s Photo Identity Card (EPIC), etc. Old age, widows and disability pensions, BPL cards, PDS ration cards, etc. Bank or post office accounts, ICDS services, Admission to government schools, Rashtriya Swasthya Bima Yojana, Admissions to public hospitals for health care, Free Legal Aid

Early Antenatal Care (ANC) Registration: Early Ante Natal Checkup registration is defined as women who have registered in the PHC within first trimester (12 weeks) of pregnancy. Percentage of ANC registration in first trimester shows early care and level of awareness in

the community. There has been a steady improvement in the % of ANC Registration in the catchment area of PHCs managed by PRAYAS HEALTH SERVICES

Percentage of Institutional Delivery: Deliveries conducted at public or private institution/ facility are considered as Institutional Deliveries, which aim at avoiding home deliveries, resulting in reduction of maternal and infant mortalities. The health workers have a key role in educating and encouraging the community for institutional deliveries. Prayas Janhit Swasthya Seva Kendra has consistently achieved over 99% institutional deliveries for the past year in Wakro, Lohit District, Arunachal Pradesh

Maternal Mortality Rate: Maternal Mortality Rate (MMR) is the number of female deaths per 100,000 live births from any cause related to or aggravated by pregnancy or its management (excluding accidental or incidental causes). MMR includes deaths during pregnancy, childbirth, or within 42 days of termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and site of the pregnancy for a specified year. Training and capacity building have motivated our health workers to bring down the MMR significantly in the population we serve.
GLIMPSES
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The primary objective of the program was the recovery and mainstreaming of the victims (children) and their families keeping in mind the impact of Covid-19 on the vulnerable.
The program through its multiple components identified key deliverables for recovery and rehabilitation. Pursuant to this, the program was able to put children on a path of effective and sustainable recovery by enrolling them on formal / non-formal education. The children were successfully associated with relevant government schemes and policies with the primary focus being on compensation to the victims of child labour and trafficking. The secondary beneficiaries were identified to be associated with government schemes and livelihood program The beneficiaries were further mainstreamed by facilitating the registration of families with government welfare schemes and through the creation of the requisite identity cards for families and children.

Child's name: Ramu Das [Name changed] Age: 12 years, Father: Ram Binay Das, Mother: Baby Devi, Village Post: Govindpur Khajuri, Police Station: Kalyanpur, District: Samastipur, Bihar. The father of the child, Ram Vinay Das used to work as a daily wage labourer in his area and the mother is a housewife. Ram Vinay Das has two boys and a girl. Child Ramu Das was studying in 5th class. Due to the several lockdowns in Covid-19, the father of the child was not able to get work every day, due to which his financial condition had worsened, and was also facing a lot of difficulties in fulfilling the basic needs of the family. Taking advantage of this situation and keeping the mother of the child, Baby Devi, under false impression, the trafficker through agent took the child Ramu Das to Jaipur for work in the bangle factory. After some months, the child Ramu was rescued by rescue teams in Jaipur and was repatriated back to Samastipur. We did coordination regarding complete information about this with CWC and District Child Protection Unit. When our team met the child and his family for the first-time post repatriation, at that time the child and his family were very scared & were not sharing or telling us anything. Through our continuous follow-ups, we managed to convince them that we wished best for them. Previously, all three children in the family were dropouts from school. First of all, we organized a meeting with the family and the people in the neighbourhood and many topics such as, importance of education in life and policies of the government for our development, were discussed in detail. Eventually, children were re-enrolled in school, now Ramu Das is studying in class six, elder sister in ninth & younger brother in standard fourth. Simultaneously, more children of the same community have been enrolled. Now all the children are going to school every day. Mother Baby Devi has been connected with the livelihood group along with helping her in taking a loan from the government for self-employment. Her husband Ramvinay Das is doing the work of a mason. Just a few days ago, her name has been registered with the Municipality. Some female employees have to be reinstated to give daily broom in their area, for which application of mother Baby Devi has also been submitted by us, so that the future of the child and family is good. Along with this, the family has also been linked to the scheme e-Labor card, run by the Labour Department. Child's enrollment in CLTS and opening of bank account has also been done to ensure the child’s rehabilitation through Central Sector Scheme and Chief Minister's Relief Fund. Now the child and his family are very happy.
